Wesley said he brought the cup to Lejeune because he admired the Marines and frequently drives past the base on his way to a beach house he owns.

"I couldn't think of a better place to come and share this with you for all you do for our country," he said. "We are happy to be here today."

Bolt said the trip was the first time a winning player has taken the cup to a military base.

Marines asked Wesley about fights on the ice and how many teeth he's lost in games. Wesley asked them about their battles and wounds.
